Funerals

Funerals are a sensitive and diflcult time for the fami-
lies involved. As a church we want to show compas-
sion and concern for those who have lost a loved one.

S Whether it is a close or distant relative, there is always
a sense of loss and separation.

At the same time, due to the size of our church, we
realize that there are limits that have to be placed on
the use of our facility and the energies of our people.
After much thought and prayer, the pastoral staff and
deacons drew up the following guidelines for funerals
and funeral dinners. We realize that no policy is perfect
and that from time to time it may cause a misunder-
standing. We hope that publishing these guidelines
will at least help families to know the policy prior to the
stressful time that inevitably surrounds a death.

FUNERALS: Funerals may be conducted in our church
building only when the deceased person has been a
member or regular attendee of our church. We would
consider an exception only in the following circum-
stances:

1. If the funeral of a fellow believer from another
church is anticipated to be larger than their facility will
accommodate, we will consider allowing the family to
use our building. The deceased person must have been
a member or regular attendee of his or her church,

Sand the church must have the same doctrinal stand
as our church. The pastoral staff must approve each
request.

2. Iflongtime members of First Baptist Church re-
tire and move to another part of the state or country, and
they desire, upon their death, to have their funeral back
at First Baptist Church, we will consider the request.
The pastor or pastors conducting the funeral, if not a
current pastor of FBC, must be in agreement with the
doctrinal stand of our church. The pastoral staff must
approve each request.

FUNERAL LUNCHEONS: Funeral luncheons will be
provided by the church following the funeral if the de-
ceased person was a member or regular attendee of
our church or if the deceased person was the spouse
of a member or regular attendee. The church will be
responsible for providing food, and adequate number
of workers, and the set up and take down of the tables
and chairs.

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I O N S Our church adopted an unreached people group
Y HA0 B-B called the Buryats in 2003.
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The Buryats, numbering approximately 436,000, are the largest ethnic minority group in Siberia and are
mainly concentrated in their homeland, the Buryat Republic, a federal subject of Russia. Buryatia, of!cially
the Buryat Republic, has a population of almost one million. It is located in the South-Central region of Siberi:
along the eastern shore of Lake Baikal.

Today, the majority of Buryats live in and around Ulan-Ude, the capital of the republic, although many live
more traditionally in the countryside. They speak in a dialect of Mongolian language called Buryat or Russian
The Buryats are the northernmost major Mongol group. Buryats share many customs with their Mongolian
cousins, including nomadic herding and erecting yurts for shelter.

The combination of the in"uences of Buddhism, Shamanism of indigenous peoples, and Old Russian Or-
thodox Christianity has formed the spiritual sphere of the society in Buryatia.

The most ancient traditional religion of Buryats have been Shamanists since the oldest times. In mid-17t
century, !rst Russian Orthodox churches and chapels appeared in Buryatia, and some time later, Mongol and
Tibetan lamas (Buddhist priests) came to Buryatia to actively spread Buddhism among Buryats. In 1741, the
Tibetan branch of Buddhism was recognized as one of the of!cial religions in Russia, and the !rst Buryat dats
(Buddhist monastery) was built. In 1991 the Buddhists of the Republic celebrated the 250th anniversary of of
Icial recognition of Buddhism in Russia.

In 1917, 44 datsans (Buddhist temples), 144 minor temples, 211 Russian Orthodox temples, 81 Old Rus
sian Orthodox Believers’ prayer houses, 7 Jewish synagogues, 6 Moslem mosques, 5 Baptist communities, &
1 Catholic church were located on the territory of Buryatia. By mid-30’s all of these places of worship had bee
closed, and it was not until the last decades of the 20th century that their restoration began. A revival of Bud-
dhism has taken place since the late 1980s.

Today there are 14 Buddhist datsans, 12 Buddhist communities, 17 Orthodox temples and parish church
7 Ancient Russian Orthodox communities, and over 20 religious denominations and movements of various
kinds in Buryatia. Shamanism is still strong in some regions of Buryatia.

It has been !ve years (June 2005) since Kallie Knaus, Pastor Ron Sischo, Rachel (Kay) Leman and Tom
Moldenhauer joined River Valley Community Church in Grants Pass Oregon on a two week trip to Ulan Ude.
Much has happened since this visit to our adopted people gkalgtailed sheet of prayer requests and
updates on the outreach to the Buryat people is located on the Communications Table in the foyer.

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Food for Thought...A Challenge to be Thinking Christians

In Season and Out of Season

Observers of American church life have noted a striking phenomenon — the high levels of lay involvement in
evangelical churches. Against the backdrop of decline and membership losses in the more liberal denomina-
tions, trends related to attendance, giving, and active participation among church members are setting evan-
gelical churches apart from larger trends. Why?

Liberal churches and denominations are suffering massive membership losses and the evacuation of active
church members from congregational life. While some observers are interested only in the levels of church at-
tendance and membership, others note that active participation in the life and ministry of the church is directly
linked to long-term involvement and attendance.

Researchers have offered various sociological and demographic arguments for this pattern, but the most
salient factors related to this issue are deeply theological. Churches that expect much of members tend to
receive much in terms of active participation. At one level, the evangelical understanding of ministry is poles
apart from what is customary in many mainline Protestant churches and in Roman Catholicism. Put simply,
evangelicals have historically offered greater resistance to the professionalizing of the clergy and the sacer-
dotalism or clericalism that shifts the work of the ministry from the people of God to pastors or priests. Where
ministers are understood to bear the sole responsibility for the fullllment of the church’s ministry, church mem-
bers naturally feel no obligation or motivation to be highly involved in the life of the congregation and its work.

While evangelicals have been sorely tempted by market-driven models of professionalism, congregations
demonstrating the highest levels of lay involvement are most often led by pastors who see the teaching and
preaching of the Bible as central to the task of mobilizing church members for ministry, mission, and action.
These pastors put their priority on the teaching ministry of the church and on biblical preaching as the means
by which God equips His church for action and witness.

Faithful preaching has always been the central means through which God has energized His people. Preach-
ing the word “in season and out of season” requires that the pastor present biblical truth with clarity and cour-
age, establishing clear boundaries between belief and unbelief, faithfulness and unfaithfulness, truth and error.

This is a stark contrast to what sociologist Nancy Ammerman identiles as the “lay liberalism” found in many
more liberal churches and denominations. These “lay liberals” have only a weak grasp of a diluted Gospel, and
tend to see doctrine as a matter of little or no consequence. For them, Christianity is reduced to a vaguely posi-
tive way of life that often comes down to little more than being kind to others. Ammerman and her team have
identi'ed this as “Golden Rule” religion, and it goes hand in hand with low levels of lay involvement.

Certain sociologists have argued that members of more liberal Protestant denominations — especially baby
boomers — understood Christianity to require very few beliefs that would put them at odds with the larger
secular culture. On matters ranging from the identity of Jesus Christ and the nature of the Gospel to the Bible’s
teachings on sexuality, these mainline baby boomers saw no !rm boundaries between the church and the
world, belief and unbelief. Not surprisingly, they were not highly involved in the life of any church or Christian
movement. Why should they be?

Evangelicals should look to this research as a warning of what can and will happen if Christianity is rede!ned
at the expense of biblical doctrine and a clear aflrmation of Christian truth. The transforming power of the Gos-
pel is what energizes Christ's church — and biblical preaching is its Spirit-blessed fuel.

A look across the evangelical world indicates that lay Christians are most involved in the life of congregations
and in the work of ministry when they are continually confronted with clear and convicting biblical exposition
and when the congregation takes the formation and ful'llment of a comprehensive Christian worldview as one
of its central tasks.

Bold beliefs lead to bold action, and church members are energized to ministry and motivated to greater
faithfulness and deeper discipleship when they can see biblical truth as it is presented to them by the church’s
commissioned teachers.

In these churches, Christians are confronted with a biblical call to action and involvement. A commitment to
Gospel priorities is produced by the prophetic preaching of God’'s Word — and a passion for the glory of God
will animate the congregation to action.

Churches hoping to energize members by the use of faddish programs and slick motivational messages should
think again. The saints are not slumbering for lack of public relations and programming.

This much is clear — bold action will be found only among those with deep conviction. The preaching of the
Word and the church’s conldence in the Gospel will inevitably produce a congregation of motivated members
who are mobilized for ministry. But then, we shouldn’t need a team of sociologists to tell us that.
