‘BY THE WAY, WHAT IS OUR POLICY ON......"

Church Showers

Purpose
To provide a guide for a very special ministry of caring and fellowship to new parents

and newlyweds. This form of ministry can also lead to opportunities for teaching and encour-
agement as outlined in Scripture (Titus 2:4,5). The intent of this policy is to be equitable and
sensitive to opportunities to minister at special times in a family’s life.

Definition

A “church sponsored shower” is one in which the church provides the facility without
charge. The cost for food, decorations, etc. will be by donations from friends and family mem-
bers who have been asked to assist in planning the event. A “church sponsored shower” will be
held at the church at a time that is convenient for the guest and at a time that does not conflict
with other church activities. An open invitation to the church family will be placed in the com-
muniqué or bulletin.

POLICY GUIDELINES

Part | - Baby Showers

A baby shower will be given for the first baby born to a family when at least one parent is
a member/regular attender at FBC. This will include the first baby born to new members since
they joined our church, even though they may have had previous children.

The exception to this policy would be a member involved in a pregnancy out of wedlock
or resulting from immoral behavior which is left unrepented. Upon repentance of the sin and
with the approval from the pastoral staff, an important ministry tool of restoration could be a
shower given with compassion and discernment.

Part Il - Wedding Showers

A “church sponsored shower” may be given for a member or the intended wife or a mem-
ber/regular attender. The shower itself needs to follow the guidelines of our existing Wedding
Policy for First Baptist Church.

George grew up in the downriver area of Detroit, Michigan. At the age of 13 he committed his life to Christ at an
evangelistic meeting. While attending Grand Rapids Baptist College and Seminary he spent his free time serving
Wyoming Park Baptist Church as an intern working with youth. During the summers he served at Hiawatha Youtt
Camp in Michigan’s northern peninsula. As a senior in college George dedicated his life to full-time Christian
ministry.

Debbie grew up in the country of East Pakistan (now Bangladesh), the daughter of missionary parents, Dr. David
Jay and Eleanor Walsh. After giving her life to the Lord at the age of seven, she dedicated her life to missions
shortly thereafter. Debbie met George while attending Grand Rapids Baptist College. After their marriage the
Collins continued to serve at Wyoming Park Baptist Church as youth pastor and church secretary until God direct
them into missions in 1981.

In July of 1981, George and Debbie were appointed to the !eld of Bangladesh under the Association of Baptists fc
World Evangelism to serve the minority tribal groups located along the Bangladesh-Burma-India borders. After
serving for 10 years among the tribes, the Collins were able to oversee the formation of a tribal association of
Baptist churches that swelled from 67 “Jesus Houses” at its’ inception, to over 120 churches at the time of their
departure from the 'eld. With the work handed over to qualiled tribal believers, the Lord began to work in the
Collins’ hearts about a ministry that would advance the Great Commission through national partnerships. In 1994
God directed them to start Global Access Partnerships.

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Food for Thought...A Challenge to be Thinking Christians

Death and Taxes

This time of year, we might be forgiven the thought that the reference to the “king of terrors” in Job is
to the IRS, but in fact it is something much worse--death (Job 18:14)" It is Dr. Johnson who is credited
with the remark that when a man knows he is going to be hanged in a fortnight, it concentrates the mind
wonderfully. But we live in a society that has sanitized death, removed it from you as much as possible.
Increasingly, there are folk in their 30s and 40s who have never seen a corpse. Itis all a long way away
from the middle ages where paintings and sculptures frequently depicted death. Tombs were adorned
with images of naked corpses, their mouth agape, their !sts clenched, and their bowels devoured by
worms. One of the most popular depictions was the Dance of Death. Death, in the form of a skeleton,
appeared as a dancing !gure leading away its victims. None could escape its grasp--not the wealthy,
or the peasant, or the corpulent monk. An hourglass in the corner served as a reminder that life was
swiftly passing away.

Christians of previous ages, particularly the Puritans of the seventeenth century and Methodists of
the eighteenth century, thought it wise to teach the doctrine of “dying well.” Few captured the thought
better than John Bunyan: “Consider thou must die but once; | mean as to this world, for if thou, when
thou goest hence, dost not die well, thou canst not come back and die better” (Works 1:686). Life, they
taught, is transitory and we must view it as a gymnasium that prepares us for heaven. Preparation for
heaven--having one’s bags packed and ready to leave--they saw as the only safe way to live. True,
in an age without tranquilizers, aspirin, ibuprofen or even good coffee, life in heaven was viewed with
greater anticipation than we are wont to view it. But the image of life as a pilgrimage towards the Celestial
City (as Bunyan views it in Pilgrim’s Progress) is thoroughly biblical and sound. Having a matter-of-fact
realism about our mortality is neither morbid nor defeatist; it is, in fact, the way we are meant to view
life in this world--as preparatory for a city “that is to come” (Heb. 13:14). It is the devil’'s lie that we have
believed when we fear death (Heb. 2:15). Well did Robert Murray M’Cheyne paint a setting sun on the
dial of his pocket watch, to remind himself of how short time is and how every Christian must live sub
specie aeternitatis--in the light of eternity.

A year before his death, Dr. Martyn Lloyd-Jones, then in the throes of cancer, re#ected on the need to
prepare for death: “We do not give enough time to death and to our going on. It is a very strange thing
this: the one certainty, yet we do not think about it. We are too busy. We allow life and its circumstances
S0 to occupy us that we do not stop and think.... People say about sudden death, ‘It is a wonderful way
to go’. | have come to the conclusion that is quite wrong. | think the way we go out of this world is very
important and this is my desire now that | may perhaps be enabled to bear a greater testimony than
ever before.” (D. Martyn Lloyd-Jones: The Fight of Faith 1939-1981, Volume 2, by lain Murray [Banner
of Truth, 1990, 730]). That's the way.
