GUIDELINES FOR BAPTISM & MEMBERSHIP

FOR CHILDREN/STUDENTS
(Revised and Updated January 2010)
Pastor Tim explained the revision and update during the Sunday evening service on
December 27th, 2009. If you would like to listen to the explanation you can order a
CD from the church office.

One of the difficult questions that churches such as ours face is: “When is a child ready to be bap-
tized and become a member of the church?” For churches that practice believer’s baptism this
question has resulted in different churches coming to different conclusions.

The Bible does not state a specific age. Therefore the spiritual leadership of each local congrega-
tion must take the responsibility of developing some kind of general guidelines that protect the
integrity and seriousness of the important biblical steps of baptism and entrance into the fellowship
of the church. A child should not be rushed into this time of examining their heart and purposefully
choosing to publicly articulate their faith before the body of believers.

In an article dealing with the question of the “age of accountability,” Timothy George, dean of
Beeson Divinity School (Christianity Today, 3/1/99) offered some helpful thoughts. He said that
throughout church history there have been differing opinions on the “accountable age.” He writes,
“Some Christians have based their teaching about the age of accountability on Jesus’ encounter with
the teachers of the Law when he was 12 years old. Doubtless, this was an important moment in
Jesus’ development, perhaps his bar mitzvah when, as a Jewish young man, he would be recognized
as fully responsible to participate in the worship of the community.” George goes on to state that
the Puritans “generally forbade admitting children to Communion before the age of 14.”

While George makes it clear in the article that the Bible gives us no specific age of accountability he
offers this stern warning to Baptist Churches: “Historically, most churches that practice believers’
baptism have emphasized the adult character of this decision, making baptism a post-puberty rite.
In some baptistic circles, however, the age of baptism has steadily declined so that many churches
are practicing a kind of ‘toddler baptism’ with little theological or biblical warrant.”

With these thoughts in mind, in the year 2000 the pastors and deacons came up with the following
guidelines for baptizing children. Some of the guidelines had actually been in place for many years,
but we thought it would be helpful to refine them and put them in writing for the benefit of parents
of younger children. We recognize that no man-made guidelines are perfect, but hopefully these
will offer some help to our parents as they direct their children in these matters.

1. A child will not be considered for baptism until he/she is at least 10 years of age.

2. Reaching the age of 10 does not mean that a child will automatically be accepted as a candidate
for baptism. The parents of the child and the pastors of the church must be in full agreement
in their belief that the child has truly repented and embraced Christ in wholehearted disciple-
ship and is prepared to clearly articulate his/her profession of faith before the church body.

3. Upon the agreement of the parents and pastors that the child is ready for baptism, the child
will then meet with the deacons of the church to share his/her testimony of personal faith in
Christ.

4. The final step is the actual baptism service in which the child will publicly share his/her testi-
mony with the congregation and then be baptized by immersion.

GUIDELINES FOR BAPTISM & MEMBERSHIP
FOR CHILDREN/STUDENTS

REVISED GUIDELINES - EFFECTIVE JANUARY 2010

e Children under the age of 18 will continue to be considered as candidates for baptism
according to the above guidelines.

e However, children under the age of 18 will no longer be granted full membership in the
church upon their baptism. Instead, they will be classified as student members. Student
membership will allow them limited participation in church ministries, but they will not
have the voting rights and privileges that adult members do.

* When a student member turns 18 years of age they will be notified that they are eligible
for adult membership. However, they will not be granted adult membership until they
meet with the deacons and share a brief testimony about their current spiritual walk with
Christ. If a student member chooses not to meet with the deacons their name will auto-
matically be removed from the membership roll of First Baptist Church.

It is our prayer that, by the grace of God, the “Revised Guidelines” will allow the Biblical
Church Body to play an important role in assisting the Biblical Family Unit in the spiritual
development of young men and women at a crucial time in their spiritual lives.

Beth grew up in St.Johns where her dad pastored Grove Bible Church. Her mom led her to the Lord
when she was four years old. She heard about New Tribes Mission when a choir came to her church from New
Tribes. In 1974 she started classes at NTBI in Jackson, MI. Thatis where she met Brad.

Bradis father was a Navy man, and Brad grew up in San Francisco and San Diego. He loved sur*'ng. One
of his sur*'ng buddies got saved and through his friendis testimony and the ministry of the youth pastor, Brad was
saved in 1973. The youth pastor emphasized discipleship and putting oneis faith into action. New Tribes speakers
came to share with the youth group. When Brad was a senior, he decided to attend New Tribes Institute for one
year and then go be a missionary. School, training and boot camp included 1973-1978.

Brad and Beth left for Papua New Guinea in February of 1979. There they began to learn the language
and culture of the Iteri tribe. They built a house and the *'rst airstrip in the village in 1980. Beth provided
medical help. Their team began to teach the Iteri in September of 1985 and presented the gospel to them in
March of 1986. They developed an alphabet, taught them to read and write, and translated portions of the
Scriptures. They completed the Iteri New Testament in January of 1999. The Busers returned to the States in
June of 1999 and in April of 2000 they delivered the completed copies of the New Testament to the Iteries. The
Iteri church is now the émama churchi in the area (there are no missionaries nearby) and many little churches
that the tribe has éparentedi now look to the Iteri church for strength and example.

Brad now works for New Tribes in the States. He drives into Mexico to challenge young people who
are there on mission trips and challenges the college age counselors about seeking Godis will. He travels
extensively speaking at a number of Perspectives classes and teaching at various New Tribes Bible Institutes in
Michigan, Oregon and Wisconsin. He speaks around the U.S. at college campuses. He and Beth teach a class
together in Texas each year. In 2009 he spoke at a camp in Singapore and has been invited back for 2010.

Beth works as secretary at Spectrum Ministries which was started by Pastor Vaughn who was Bradis
youth pastor. They funnel hundreds of youth to Tijuana, Mexico to meet the needs of the poor. Buzz is in his
senior year of high school and loves sports, especially wrestling and water polo. Natalie obtained her LPN and
is working at a clinic.
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Food for Thought...A Challenge to be Thinking Christians

Faith and the Power of God
By Jerry Bridges

The healing of the demon possessed boy (Matt. 17:14/20) at "'rst glance seems to be only one more in
a series of miraculous healings recorded by Matthew. What makes this one unique is Jesusi emphasis
on the role of faith. It is true that faith is prominent in the miracles recorded in chapter 9, but in chapter
17 it is the lack of faith that is emphasized by Jesus.

That God is not dependent on human faith for accomplishing His work is clear from the accounts of
other miracles recorded by Matthew. The trans"guration of Jesus immediately prior to the healing of
the boy is a prime example. It was a spectacular miracle; yet no human faith was involved. This is also
true in the feeding of the "ve thousand (Matt. 14:13f21) and the four thousand (15:32fA38). So the "rst
thing we need to learn about faith and the power of God is that He is not dependent on our faith to do
His work. God will not be hostage to our lack of faith.

The second thing we need to learn, however, is that God often requires our faith in the carrying out of
His purposes. We see this in the healing of the demon possessed boy. Mark, in his account, brings this
out sharply in Jesusi conversation with the boyis father. The father, in great distress, said to Jesus: iBut
if you can do anything, have compassion on us and help usi (Mark 9:22). He had already experienced
the failure of the disciples, so he was not sure if Jesus could help. His faith at this point may be described
as no more than an uncertain hope that Jesus could do what the disciples could not do.

Jesus responded to the father: ilf you can! All things are possible for one who believesT (v. 23). Biblical
faith may be described in different ways depending on the situation. The description of faith in Hebrews
11:1 as ithe assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen,T was appropriate for the
Jewish recipients of the letter, who were facing severe opposition and needed to be encouraged as to
the certainty of their hope in Christ.

For the father of the boy, faith would mean believing that Jesus could heal his son. We are often like
the father. We may face what seems to be an intractable situation, and because we have prayed a long
time without an answer, we begin to doubt that God can answer our prayer. But we must believe that
with God nothing is impossible.

Sarah, the wife of Abraham, doubted that God could give them a son in their advanced age, to which
God replied, ils anything too hard for the Lord?1 (Gen. 18:14). Centuries later, the prophet Jeremiah
wavered in his faith when God told him to buy a "eld in the face of the Chaldeansi invasion (Jer. 32:6-
26). Again Godis response was: ils anything too hard for me?1 (v. 27). To have faith in God, even in the
face of unanswered prayer or a seemingly impossible situation, means we continue to believe that He
can do what seems impossible to us.

The importance of faith is further emphasized in Jesusi answer to the disciplesi question: iWhy could
we not cast it out?1 (Matt. 17:19). He said it was because of their little faith. We are not told in what way
their faith was de'cient. We do know that Jesus had previously given them authority over demons to
cast them out (Matt. 10:1iA8), so why was their faith so weak at this time? Perhaps it was because the
demon did not respond immediately to their command, and so they began to doubt the power of Jesus.
Or perhaps they presumed that because they had been successful before, they would be at that time.
So we see that faith not only involves a 'rm reliance on Jesusi power and ability, but also a complete
renunciation of any condence in our own.

Last month we looked brie#y at the subject of Godis providence. In Matthew 17 we see an example of
it in action, in connection with a mundane event O the paying of the temple tax. Jesus, as the Son of
God, was under no obligation to pay the tax. Yet in order to give no offense, He sent Peter to catch a
"sh in whose mouth was the required shekel. This brief account raises some questions: How did the
shekel get into the mouth of the "sh? How did Peter just ihappeni to catch that *'sh and not another
one nearby? It is possible that Jesus performed a miracle and created the coin out of nothing in the
mouth of the "'sh.

It is more likely, however, that it was a work of providence. Someone iaccidentallyT dropped a shekel
into the sea. A particular "'sh grabbed it, and it stuck in its mouth. The "'sh swam to the exact spot where
Peter cast his net and the "sh was caught. None of these events was miraculous; yet all of them were
necessary to accomplish Jesusi purpose, and Jesus was in control of each one of them. Godis power
is as much at work in His providence as in His miracles. So as we struggle with our own faith, or lack
of it, in the dif""cult situations of life, let us believe that God is able, whether through miracles or provi-
dence, to care for us.
