Couples Who Desire to Have Their Wedding at First Baptist Church 

It is very important that couples contemplating marriage be familiar with these guidelines:

A couple needs to meet the following ! ve requirements before we will agree to conduct the wedding and/or let 
them use our church building for the wedding:

 1.  Both the bride and groom must know Christ as their personal Lord and Savior.

 2.  Either the bride or groom must be a regular attendee of First Baptist Church.  (If the bride and
      groom are both Christians, but do not attend our church, we will consider conducting the wedding
      if they agree to faithfully attend our church for at least a six month period of time.)

 3.  If a wedding is held at First Baptist there can be no dancing or alcohol at the reception, even if
      the reception is held off-site.

 4.  Both the bride and groom must agree to meet with one of our Pastors before approval for use of  
      the church is given.

 5.  The pastors of First Baptist do not perform remarriage ceremonies following a divorce.*

*The pastors do believe there are some biblical grounds for remarriage following divorce.  They simply have
chosen not to participate in the often complex process of remarriage when either the bride or groom (or both) 
have previously been divorced.

2004, 28 people signed as founding members as an organized Baptist church. Before leaving Barreiras as a self 
supporting church in March of 2009, David and Patty established Carnival Camp, a married couples retreat, a 
ladies Bible study and a music ministry. 

In April 2009, they moved to Salvador to teach at the Bahia Bible College to train new leaders and pastors. They 
work alongside Dick and Marvis Buck and John and Yvonne Baab. David has many preaching opportunities 
in their church (Acupe Church - 130 members) and the surrounding area. Patty plays the keyboard, is on the 
music committee, serves as administrator and secretary to her husband, and is ! eld treasurer. They counsel a 
few nights a week and Dave is the advisor for the young adults group. David began teaching the ! rst year of 
Biblical counseling in the Bible college in 2010.  Their days are full with teaching, counseling, discipleship and 
preparations for teaching.  

Future plans involve: ! nding a way to implement a seminary library as well as provide good books for sale 
to the students and believers in their church; ! nding a permanent place for the seminary that would be their 
base of operations; holding Saturday training once a month in one or two churches within the metropolitan 
area of Salvador to offer a Biblical counseling course. They will be on a three month furlough (mid June to mid 
September) as they see churches and have time with family. They are looking forward to getting to know their 
little grandson, David.



Food for Thought…A Challenge to be Thinking Christians

Can You Be a Christian and Deny the Trinity?

From a Question and Answer Session 
with Dr. John MacArthur

I would answer, “No.”  If you don’t believe in the Trinity, then you don’t understand who God is.  
You may say the word “God” but you don’t understand His nature.  Second, you couldn’t pos-
sibly understand who Christ is--that He is God in human # esh.  The Incarnation of Christ is an 
essential component of the biblical gospel, as John 1:1-14 and many other biblical passages 
make clear.  To deny the Trinity is to deny the Incarnation.  And to deny the Incarnation is to 
wrongly understand the true gospel.

In saying that, I realize that such an answer is going to not only impact people that you may 
have witnessed to (like Mormons), but it also applies to some in the broader Pentecostal move-
ment, called United Pentecostals or “Jesus-Only” Pentecostals.   Such individuals hold to a 
kind of modalism, where God is sometimes in the mode of the Father or the mode of the Son 
or the mode of the Spirit, but He’s never all three at the same time.  That too is a de! cient and 
heretical view of the Trinity.  It denies the distinct Personhood of the Father, the Son, and the 
Holy Spirit.

The same question sometimes arises about the Virgin Birth.  I think it is possible for a person  
to become a Christian before learning about the details of the Virgin Birth, though that person 
would certainly assume that Jesus Christ must have had a unique birth since He is both God 
and man.  But, if someone knows about the Virgin Birth and says, “I deny the Virgin Birth,” then 
he is simultaneously denying the deity of Christ, and also the Trinity.  Such a person betrays the 
fact that they do not understand the gospel, and therefore cannot have truly been saved.
