SOUND AND MULTI-MEDIA EQUIPMENT

God has been very gracious to our church in acquir-
ing the necessary equipment for our ministries
to function at their highest level.  Through the work 
of many dedicated volunteers, we have appropriated 
top-notch equipment through the years.  In order 
for us to steward wisely the resources that we have 
been given, it is the desire of the church that this 
equipment is not to be used by people who have not 
been properly trained .  Therefore, unless you are 
a quali! ed sound team member, please stay out of 
the sound desk area.  If you need assistance, please 
contact the church of! ce.

To ensure that our equipment lasts as long as pos-
sible, sound equipment is not  to be used for non-
church related events outside of the church property. 
This includes all sound systems and microphones as 
well as video projectors and multi-media equipment.

Because a wedding is considered a church-related 
function, sound equipment is available to brides 
and grooms if they are married at our church.  If the 
wedding ceremony is held at our church, but the 
reception is held off-site due to size, you may use 
sound system equipment at the reception if one of 
the church’s sound technicians physically takes the 
equipment to the reception and is responsible for the 
equipment during the reception, and then returns it 
to the church building following the reception.

If you plan on using any multi-media presentation for 
your wedding, you must have a multi-media/lighting 
person as well as a sound technician.  These must 
be people who are our regular sound/multi-media 
church people.

Craig was raised in St. Johns in a great Christian family. He was saved at the age of 12, but did not really start living for 
the Lord until around the age of 21. At that time he knew that God wanted more out of his life, and Craig wanted more out 
of his own life as well.  Craig wanted his life to have an impact on eternity. At that time he was • rst exposed to foreign 
missions and knew that was what God wanted him to do. Craig fought God for quite a while, thinking he was not spiritual 
enough for the job.  However God showed Craig, that He uses those who would give their meaningless lives to Him and 
depend on Him to use their lives for His glory.  Craig met Shelly in his • rst year of Bible School and they were married 
the year after. 

Shelly grew up in the Philippines, where her parents are missionaries. From the beginning she was introduced to what God 
is doing all over the world - drawing men to Himself. Although she was saved at the age of 7, Shelly’s life consisted of 
meeting others’ expectations of an MK, but her heart was never in it. When she graduated from high school she attended 
New Tribes Bible Institute, where God really started working in her life. Seriously studying God’s word for herself greatly 
impacted her heart, mind and soul.  On graduation, Shelly was considering becoming an elementary teacher, but the Lord  
kept bringing missions to her mind.  She visited her parents in the Philippines that summer and once again saw the great 
spiritual need there. God  really used that time to convince Shelly, that He wanted to give her the privilege of serving Him 
overseas.  Shelly returned to Bible school to work for a year there and planned to continue the training the next year. After 
she and Craig met and married, they continued training together. 

Craig and Shelly left for Indonesia in May of 2006 to continue the process of accomplishing their long-term goal of 
church planting. They spent a year (through Oct. 2007) in Salatiga intensively studying the national language and culture.  
After completing language school they moved to Sentani in the Papua region and then to Wamena in April 2009 to prepare 
for their move interior. Craig, Jeff Palmer and Matt Musser (teammates) spent about 9 months traveling into the central 
islands of Indonesia for many survey trips of Duga land. This is a people group of about 30,000 who live in a 30 by 50 
mile mountainous area. Those in the Duga language group consider themselves Christian as there was a missionary among 
them for 20 years, but they still have little understanding of the gospel. There is a great need for discipleship and new 
teaching. 

The team was led to allocate into a valley called the Kora to work with the Kora people (Duga language group) in a 
village called Nggingginim (the ng is like the ng sound in sing). They will begin the construction of the Schafer’s house in 
the village on Sept. 23, 2009.

It is a privilege for the Schafers to serve God in Indonesia. However, along with the privilege there are struggles. There 
are many sicknesses, lots of travel, and times when Craig and Shelly are apart. Pray for wisdom, strength and safety. Pray 
for unity amongst the tribal team (Schafers, Palmers and Mussers). Pray that as they go forward they will continue to give 
glory to the one they serve. 



Food for Thought…A Challenge to be Thinking Christians

The Way of the Weak Is the Only Healthy Way

“It’s a grand life if you don’t weaken,” says the British platitude. It’s a good life only when you do 
weaken, says the Bible. Once more the wisdom of God upsets the conventional wisdom, the wisdom 
of this world. Christians must always be alert to points at which God’s thoughts cut across what soci-
ety takes for granted and must dare to be different when loyalty to their Master so requires—which is 
frequently. With regard to strength and weakness, the antithesis between the world’s way and that of 
Christ is total and stark and may not be toned down.     

The world’s stance—that is, the view of mankind in the mass, without God and under sin—is not in 
doubt. Ever since Lamech and the tower of Babel the world has worshipped successful strength—the 
physical strength of Goliath, the executive strength of emperors and generals, the strength of purpose 
that explorers, go-getters, and tycoons display, the mental strength of thinkers and teachers. Individu-
als have sought to emulate these forms of strength by gestures of self-reliance and self-suf• ciency. 
But Scripture shows that weakness, known and embraced as such, is of the essence of right living.     

The world continues as it was. That explains why body-building (gaining an intimidating physical 
presence) and assertiveness training (learning, by verbal push and shove, how to get your way) and 
the “success syndrome” are so prominent in North America today; just as it explains why an English-
man feels that his home is his castle and why an Asian cannot contemplate losing face. Our proud 
world, thus tuned to seek strength, sees personal limitations somewhat pitiful and its compassion for 
handicapped humans often has a touch of contempt mixed in. It was so when the Corinthians said of 
Paul, “his bodily presence is weak and his speech contemptible”(2 Cor. 10:10, NKJV) and therefore 
declined to take him seriously. The world never has time for weakness in any form.     

In its dictatorial way, the world tries to make Christians revere successful strength. When people’s 
spiritual quality is measured by whether they are good speakers or outstanding athletes or great 
money-makers or popular TV personalities, rather than by their character as it appears in non-of• cial 
relationships, the world is making headway in this. When preachers present salvation as God’s gift to 
us of power to use, whether in maintaining a type of euphoria called victorious living or in effectively 
claiming health and wealth or in ministries of evangelism and healing or in any other acknowledged 
type of Christian effectiveness, the world’s strategy is advanced again. To say that God gives us 
power to use is not at all what Scripture means when it af• rms that God’s power works in us and the 
Christian life is distorted when it sets forth as a use of strength in this way.

Certainly, God strengthens the weak—but understand how! Strength means ability to do something 
that requires effort. Scripture tells us that God gives strength for three things: endurance of strain and 
pressure, • delity in serving God and others, and resistance to Satanic wiles. The Lord Jesus, who 
showed this threefold strength to perfection in the days of his • esh, now from his throne imparts it to 
those who are alive in him. In them the moral and spiritual instincts of Jesus’ holy character now seek 
active expression, and the Holy Spirit acts in their actions to work in them the good works in which the 
expression of these instincts is seen.     

But, and this the crucial point to grasp, what I have just formulated only becomes reality when Christians 
feel too weak, mentally, morally, and spiritually, and maybe physically too, to rise to the demands of each 
situation. Then they extend the hand of faith to God as drowning men stretch for the lifebelt. “Help!” is 
prayer at is truest, as it is weakness at its most explicit. And it is a prayer that God answers!     

Why does God shape his children’s lives in a way that keeps them feeling weak and swamped? Why 
do believers constantly • nd thorns in their • esh and in their beds? Why does the God of sovereign love 
periodically plunge his beloved ones in to suffering and strain? Paul’s testimony tells us partly why. “We 
were under great pressure . . . this happened that we might not rely on ourselves but on God.” “We 
who are alive are always being given over to death for Jesus’ sake, so that his life may be revealed in 
our mortal body.” “For Christ’s sake, I delight in weaknesses, in insults, in hardships, in persecutions, 
in dif• culties. For when I am weak, then I am strong” (2 Cor. 1:8 f., 4:11, 12:10). Exactly!

What the world never understands and those who think that the good Christian feels strong and pow-
erful and has life easy never understands is that only consciously weak souls ever lean hard enough 
on the Lord to stand steady or walk straight in his risen power. Weakness is the true path, the only 
healthy way.      

How weak, I wonder, are you today?
