“BY THE WAY, WHAT IS 
OUR POLICY ON......”

Funerals are a sensitive and dif• cult time for the fami-
lies involved.  As a church we want to show compas-
sion and concern for those who have lost a loved one.  
Whether it is a close or distant relative, there is always 
a sense of loss and separation.

At the same time, due to the size of our church, we re-
alize that there are limits that have to be placed on the 
use of our facility and the energies of our people.  After 
much thought and prayer, the pastoral staff and dea-
cons drew up the following guidelines for funerals and 
funeral dinners.  We realize that no policy is perfect 
and that from time to time it may cause a misunder-
standing.  We hope that publishing these guidelines 
will at least help families to know the policy prior to the 
stressful time that inevitably surrounds a death.

FUNERALS:  Funerals may be conducted in our 
church building only when the deceased person has 
been a member or regular attendee of our church.  
We would consider an exception only in the following 
circumstances:
 1.  If the funeral of a fellow believer from another 
church is anticipated to be larger than their facility will 
accommodate, we will consider allowing the fam-
ily to use our building.  The deceased person must 
have been a member or regular attendee of his or her 
church, and the church must have the same doctrinal 
stand as our church.  The pastoral staff must approve 
each request.
 2.  If longtime members of First Baptist Church 
retire and move to another part of the state or country, 
and they desire, upon their death, to have their fu-
neral back at First Baptist Church, we will consider the 
request.  The pastor or pastors conducting the funeral, 
if not a current pastor of FBC, must be in agreement 
with the doctrinal stand of our church.  The pastoral 
staff must approve each request.

FUNERAL LUNCHEONS:   Funeral luncheons will be 
provided by the church following the funeral if the de-
ceased person was a member or regular attendee of 
our church.  The church will be responsible for provid-
ing food, an adequate number of workers, and the set 
up and take down of the tables and chairs.

Ruth accepted Christ at the age of 8 or 9, during VBS in Three Rivers, MI.  Ruth grew in the Lord under the 
guidance of godly teachers, youth workers and Pioneer Girls Club leaders at Wealthy Street Baptist Temple in 
Grand Rapids.  While Ruth was studying John 15 in her devotions as a teenager, God spoke to her about serv-
ing Him.  After graduation from high school, the Lord led her to Grand Rapids Baptist Bible Institute to prepare 
to serve Him.  The Lord brought Ruth and Hank together at GRBBI through prayer meetings for missionaries 
in Alaska.  Although Ruth and Hank anticipated serving the Lord in Alaska, they ended up in Brazil, and later 
Georgia.  

Ruth and Hank were appointed to pioneer missionary aviation church planting in the Amazon Valley of Brazil 
by ABWE in 1958. They headed for the ! eld in the spring of 1960.  Over a span of three and one half terms 
Hank " ew 3 " oat planes to the " oating hangar air base in Benjamin Constant.  There they were engaged in 
church planting, servicing other missionaries, giving medical aid, and providing emergency transportation for 
the sick and dying.  In 1981 Hank was appointed International Administrator of Aviation Ministries and they 
moved to Concord, GA. 

In 1979, Hank and Ruth began to develop the Association of Baptists for World Evangelism (ABWE) 
International Airbase. They scrimped and saved to buy the sixty-six acres of pine tree harvested land. On this 
land, Hank and volunteers built the ABWE hangar and a home in Concord, GA.

From a swamp surrounded by wild woodland, Hank developed a 7-acre lake to use as a " oat plane base to train 
missionary pilots. Many pilots and mechanics have served the Lord from this airbase, and their ministry has 
been in" uential throughout the world.

After retirement, Hank envisioned a camp ministry for children, young people and families on the 25 acres 
across the lake from his home. But Hank was never able to see his vision completed. Hank passed away on 
December 26, 2003. The Lord burdened Ruth to help Hank’s vision come to fruition by donating the camp 
grounds to her local church, Berean Baptist. It is now Woodlands Baptist Camp.  

Ruth still lives in Concord, GA and continues with her many ministries at her local church including AWANA 
Clubs and hand bells.  She continues to teach phonetics to missionaries preparing for formal language study. 
She and her daughter, Kim, have translated most of the AWANA books into Portuguese for use in Brazil. In 
2006, Ruth published a biography about Hank called, In the Air for Him, and later a version for use in children’s 
ministries. She is also writing a collection of short stories for young readers taken from the " ight logs of 
missionary pilots. Ruth joyfully served the Lord in the Amazon this spring through VBS, evangelistic fairs, 
camps and youth clubs.



Food for Thought…A Challenge to be Thinking Christians

Do You Have a Hero to Spare?

Nothing quite grips us as much as a good novel or movie where some really sinister characters are 
! nally confronted by a brave hero or heroine, who then rises up to face down tyranny, resist oppres-
sion, ! ght the bad guys, and establish justice.  Our most recent offerings have been the revamped 
crew of the Starship Enterprise and the science ! ction dystopia, Terminator Salvation, starring Chris-
tian Bale.

During the 60s and 70s there was still enough residual optimism around that sci-!  movies brimmed 
with optimism about man and his future.  We were explorers in search of brave new worlds.  We were 
ambassadors seeking out strange new civilizations.  We were friends seeking the harmony of all in a 
shared, friendly galaxy.  Yet, the writers needed to add adventure and " avor, so various enemies were 
encountered and often reasoned with into an eventual accommodation.

The mood shifted, however.  Perhaps the steady move from the modern to the postmodern era had 
its impact.  We believed we were more informed, less naïve, less gullible, and, yes, less willing and 
able to embrace ideals#  They all seemed strangely utopian, inauthentic, and a denial of what life is 
really like.  Enter sci-!  2.0, the upgrade.  

The writing is now more realistic, gritty, and dark, and the hardships to be faced are more front and 
center.  Our heroes are more human.  Their " aws, their fears, and their unique temperaments are 
very much in vogue.  Yet, they still have a mission, by and large, and that mission is to “save” us.  
Ironic, isn’t it?  We see the continuous recycling of the theme of redemption or the struggle with good 
and evil, despite our antipathy to such things.  It looks like an ingrained quest for some kind of an-
swer, some kind of salvation, some hope that there is a better life, somewhere or some way.

I wonder if we are able to stop and think of Jesus in terms of the heroic.  We learn that he “emptied 
himself” and “took on the form of a bond-servant” (Philippians 2:7).  Not only did he accept being 
made in the likeness of men, but “he humbled himself” even to the point of “death on a cross” (Philip-
pians 2:8).  As Dorothy Sayers put so well, “The drama is the doctrine.”  In this story, we see a uni-
verse that descends into the grip of an evil power, humanity enslaved and targeted for death and mis-
ery, and the creeping control of dark passion as the powers invade, infect, subvert, and seek control.

We are not left to the whims of Han Solo, the skills of James T. Kirk, the powers of the Dark Knight, 
or the courage of John Connor for help or assistance.  But we are confronted by the “Word became 
" esh,” who in his amazing condescension “dwelt among us” and whose qualities are such that he is 
“full of grace and truth” (John 1:16-18).  Grace and truth may not seem like the necessary weapons 
or equipment needed to take on an enemy of such power, malevolence, or hate.  But they are exactly 
what is needed indeed#

Food for Thought…A Challenge to be Thinking Christians (Cont.)

The truth is vital, in that here the true nature of the story is revealed.  This is a God-ordered and 
God-ordained world.  It is his creation (Psalm 24:1-2).  It is, nonetheless, also corrupted, damaged, 
and occupied (1 John 5:19).  However, and this is a big however, “The grace of God appeared” (Ti-
tus 2:11-14).  What a great phrase.  He did not appear as a revolutionary, as an idealist, as a highly 
skilled Ninja, or as some kind of weapons specialist.  He appeared as a man, and in his mission, 
he came as a savior, the only rescuer (Acts 4:12).  These redemptive actions, completed by Christ, 
have on-going impact and eternal consequences.  As the old hymn says, “He lives, he lives, Christ 
Jesus lives today.”  He is not an ideal or an icon or a mere image.  He is the risen Christ, the Mes-
siah, the Hope of the ages.

Now, all of life is his story.  He knows the plot, the players, the parts, the sequence, and when the 
• nal act will come with all that this entails.  The end will be a good end because it will be his ending.  
The Batman, Captain Kirk, and all the other miniature heroes offer nothing in comparison.  With Pe-
ter of old, I ask, “To whom else can we go?  You have the words of eternal life.”  That is all the hero I 
need.
